Here's ACDSEE32 (for Windows, not Mac), an excellent image browser.
 

To Install it:
1.  Create a new folder ACDSEE32
2.  Save acdwin.zip there
3.  unzip acdwin.zip; that'll create acdsee32.exe
4.  select acdsee32.exe in Windows Explorer
5.  Right click on it
6.  Click "Create Shortcut"
7.  Drag that shortcut to the big Start button and drop it
8.  Execute it (i.e., get at it with the Start menu)
9.  when into it, click Help, then Register
10.  Give it the following info, exactly as presented below

Registration Code :482 380 525 6
11.  Next you want to associate a file extension, such as .jpg, with acdsee, so's when you double click on a .jpg in Explorer it'll automatically bring up acdsee
       * find any old .jpg in Explorer, and select it
      * click File/Properties/Change, and it should present you with a list of possible programs.  But you'll have to browse, with the "Other" box, and find acdsee32.exe and select it.
 

Now, step 11 is how I do it in Win2000.  If you're on W95 or W98 it'll likely be different.  You may need to go to windows Help (on the Start menu) and search for the text "file extensions" and you should get something like "associating file extension with program" and it'll give you the steps.
